This Healey Season was OUTSTANDING!

As usual this has been another busy OHealeyO season. Since the I&BUTSPOKEN we began with the trip to
Conclave 007 in Vermont and ended with the Septemberfest in Brown CountyIN. In between there has
been a lot of miles traveled, good times had, and a few problems solved along the way. Through it all, the
members of the NIACHA have laughed, w orked, and generally enjoyed the summer. What follows is a
recap of those events along with a bit of commentary from your editor in the process.

Conclave O07- Healeys in the hills

The largest NIAHCA contingent ever made the trip to
the Green Mountain State in search of the things that

groups, the nine cars took either 3 or 4 days to make the five states journey to enjoy the
scenery, cool temperatures, and serenity of New England in the
summer.

| have always taken a great deal of pride in the reliability of the cars in our club. Considering there are few professiona
restorations in our midst, and we all do our own service and repairs, my opinion is that it has been exemplary. In fact, |
have used it as a subject of more than one boast over the years. With a few notable exceptions, when the NIAH
travels, we get there, we get home, and with very few, if any problems.

Considering we all know that there are some inherent weaknesses in these cars (everyone together nowE say: Ofuel pumpO) but nothing t
a short fix on the road or in the parking lot doesnOt take care of. In fact, mechanical problems generally are more a subject of amusement
than of consternation or worry.

So you can list me as one of those who was absolutely shocked at the problems encountered by the large group that traveled to the 2007
Conclave in ¥rmont. For the record, of the eight cars (the ninth, being the SchmidtOs, who trailered their dazpdogsnéking the
almost 2,000 mile round trip there and back, everyone got nicked somehow.

The experience obviously begs several questions: What happened? Are we shppitigse cars getting too old to trust? Was it simply
Obad luckO? Did the percentages with such a large group catch up with us? Even with our experience, are there things we still donOt knc

Rather than chronicle all of the problems (we DO have to have something to talk about at events!) in an attempt to find answers, 101l menti
a couple of extremes. Obviously the worst was the confounding electrical and charging problem encountered by Frank and Diana Heathcc
necessitating them leaving their car in Nesvrkyand returning to retrieve it on a trailer. The least, and certainly the least mechanical, but not
the potentially least expensive to fix was the fuel overflow experienced by Jack and Nancy Summers at the Popularity Show., Fortunately
the crazed paint was buffed out without further ado.

Between the two extremes was a myriad of problems that ranged from the ordinary: a flat tire, to the bizarre: a severed fan blade
necessitating a radiator repair. In addition, there were broken hoses, loose wires, a leaky carburetor jet, just to hit the togbuspots. T
credit, with the exception of the HeathcoteOs problem, the repairs were made en-route, with only minimal delays and no missed events.
Everyone else made it home intact.

But, in looking at the problems to determine a cause, it becomes evident that it was not so much one of the above reasons, but rather, in st
ways, all of them.

Lets begin with the obvious. On a straight percentage basis, a larger group is going to have more problems than a small one. It doesnOt m
what kind or the age of cars we are driving; that is a fact. Does that mean that we donOt want as many cars to go? Absbereeig not.
safety in numbers, weOll accept and deal with the risk.

The two questions: Are we slipping? aAde these cars getting too old to trust?; are two sides to the same coin. When confronted with the
problems we encountered, the common phrase was OWell | neverEOQ. The past reliability record of our club has too an extenit fafstered a
a Otake for grantedO view that possibly needs re-examination. When we consider that the NEWEST cusiiitiHbaley name on it is

now 38 years old with the oldest being some 55 years, issues that never have been considered, are now in play.

Until now, we almost never had to give consideration to things like metal fatigue, or plastic fatigue, or rubber fatigue. If a component was
intact and worked, it was fine. Things made of those materials were replaced when they broke, which was not very often. It may be time to
re-examine that regimen. It may not be good enough, because the Onever beforeO is happening OtodayO. It may be time to begin to chr
the ages of components of our cars, and replace aging parts even if they appear to be OfineO. The alternative as we found out is not all thz
much fun.

Even considering all of this, there was an element of bad luck in this. While some of the problems had been Oheard ofO or experienced
before, the sheer number was extraordinary, even for the size of our group. Three or four Odetbm@Dagioblems on one trip was
unusual by any standards.

Having said that, not all of the luck was bad. The odds of locating an OPEN Foreign Car Repair Shop at 4:00 PM on Saturday afternoon in
Ithica, NY for a radiator repair were about equivalent to drawing to an inside straight. The fact that the owner was knowledgeable, helpful
and friendly, takes the odds to the lottery winning rangth ie other problems, we either had or were quickly able to locate parts and we
were in places where repairs could be facilitated.

We certainly were not luckput we were also not as unlucky as we could have been.

Even considering the problems, | think most of those that made the trip to Conclave ©07 had a great time and would travel again. My
concern is for those who have never made the attempt and after hearing these stories, will now never try. That may be the long-term
misfortune in this whole adventure.

I would remind them that we are constantly learning more about these cars and even though that knowledge base will change as they ente
their fifth decade, it will be learned, and applied.

Remember, even after fifty-years, owing an Austin Healey is fun, andREyneant to be driven! We simply need to eliminate the
consequences of doing so.
